3. All applications must include verification by the local Association Manager of applicant's current 
membership status. The local Association Manager signature is REQUIRED on the Statement 
Concerning USBC Youth Membership. 

4. Recipients may attend any institution of higher learning of their choice. 

5. Scholarships awarded by the Washington State USBC Association may be applied to tuition, 
books and fees. 

6. All scholarship money will be transferred from the Washington State USBC SMART account to 
the recipients USBC SMART account. It is up to the recipient to contact SMART to transfer their 
money to the institution they will be attending.

1. Three (3) letter of recommendation from the following: 

A. League Bowling Coach. 
B. High School administrator, counselor, or teacher. 

   C.    One other person not involved with bowling and not related to the applicant. 

2. High School transcript. If enrolled in Running Start, please provide your high school and 
Running Start transcript. 

3.  A letter, preferably typed, from applicant stating briefly the reason(s) your submitting the 
application.
